Workshops educate women about abuse

Maywood's Community Relations
Department is attempting to educate
women on how to cope with abusive
situations by offering free seminars
on the subject.

A panel discussion of law enforce-
ment officials, social agency profes-
sionals and battered women

advocates will tackle the growing
problem of domestic violence at 6
p.m. Tuesday at the Maywood Com-
munity Civice Center.

Elouise Spencer, who helps women
get court orders of protection through
her work with Sarah's Inn, the Oak
Park-based battered women'’s shelter,
will be among the guest speakers.

“We support the women through

each step of the court process and ex-
plain to them their rights under the
Illinois Domestic Violence Act,” she
said. “We tell them what's going to
happen to their mate, from counsel-
ing to a two-year ban from the house-
hold

“Sarah’'s Inn offers a court-ap-
pointed, batterer's program for men
and counseling groups for children,”

she added.

A representative from the victim
witness protection program in the
Cook County State's Attorney Office
will participate in the discussion, as
will Kristen Littman, a women's
counselor at Sarah's Inn.

She counsels women on an individ-
ual basis as well as through support
groups.

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“We love to provide infor-
mation about our services and
about how to help if you sus-
pect that your friends or fam-
ily may be involved in
domestic violence,” she said.
“Qur goal is to increase public
awareness about the prob-
lem.”

On July 16, the village spon-
sored a self-defense seminar
for women that was coupled
with a discussion on sexual
harassment.

Joanne Trapani, an investi-
gator with the Cook County
Commission on Human
Rights, said she answered a
variety of questions from
young and older women.

“We talked about how to
recognize sexual harassment,
both overt and covert,” she
said. “Sexual harassment is
mostly about power. It has
very little to do with an emo-
tional attachment. Young girls
are the most vulnerable.”

Trapani cited examples of
sexual harassment in public
accommodations and its mis-
use by landlords or employers.

She added the Cook County
Human Rights Ordinance pro-
tects all women within its ju-
risdiction from being
subjected to male-dominated
behavior.
