For Training 
We need employers to help us give 

real-life hands-on training. 
Following our in-class instructions  

We need job sampling placements to 
see where each trainee fits. 

 
 
 

How this works: 
1) Our teen participants 

explore and learn about 
positions they would like 
to explore, and we seek 
places for them to shadow 
for up to 8 hours. 

 

2) Next we place a trainee at 
a job and the employer 
trains them in a position 
for up to 8 weeks 

 

3) Or we place them in a job 
and we provide a trainer to 
enhance the opportunity 
of the trainee learning the 
position as needed. 

For Employment  

Once our trainees are trained they 
need actual jobs.  Many may be 

available to only work in an afterschool 
capacity or over the summer, but we 
will have some graduating and need 

full time employment. 
 

How this can work: 
1) After the initial training our staff will 

locate employment according to 
interest and training provided. 

2) If the participant needs more 
training, we can provide a job 
coach to ensure a successful 
transition to a permanent position.
